Health and Safety Policy
Immunizations: No child will be allowed in the school for any amount of time without his/her registration forms on file, which includes an annual health examination.

Medical Treatment: Children will be taken to the closest medical emergency facility only if an injury or illness is severe enough to warrant immediate attention. Every effort will be made, when possible, to contact parents before emergency treatment is sought.

Medication Policy: T.L.C.’s staff shall not administer any type of medication, (except Tylenol with prior parental approval. Parents or guardians are permitted to come to the school and administer the medication to their own child when necessary. Medication will not be stored in the classroom.

Sickness Policy: No child will be accepted if she/he has a contagious disease. A child will be sent home at the first sign of illness (green runny nose, fever over 100F, vomiting, diarrhea, cough, etc.). It is required that a parent or other authorized person arrive at the school within one hour of being notified that their child is ill. The child cannot return to school unless he/she is symptom free for 24 hours. If the child has allergies it must noted on his/her medical form.

Lice Checks: All children’s hair will be checked for lice at the beginning and periodically throughout the summer camp.

Behavior Management

When students need to be corrected we believe talking to the child or children involved and assisting them to resolve their problems as much as possible is the best approach. A child’s feelings will be acknowledged, the problem will be stated and we will attempt to assist them to come to a solution. If needed children may be given a “time-out “for a few minutes. If problems persist, we will work with the parents to find appropriate solutions and ways to modify a student’s behavior.

Camp Policies and Rules

Arrival: Children should try to arrive at school at 8:30 a.m. since the first period will be dedicated to Free Play and will allow the child time to integrate and socialize before beginning the daily programmed activities starting at 9:00 a.m.

Pick-Up Time: All children should be picked up promptly at 2:00p.m. Students that are consistently picked up late will receive three warning. If parents continue to be late, they will be charged $5.00 for every 10 minutes they are late and an additional $1.00 per minute.

Child Release: Children will only be released to authorized parents or guardians. If you plan on having someone else pick up your child, please inform the teacher in writing.

Snacks and Lunch: Snacks and Hot lunches will be provided by the Department of Education. Please send a snack and lunch if your child is on a special diet or has allergic reactions.  
Uniform: Students must wear the camp T-shirt at all times. Shorts and jeans are accepted. Please have them wear closed, rubber sole shoes. Students will wear their bathing suits on Tuesdays and Thursdays “Water Days”  and bring their uniforms as their change of clothing. 
Birthday Party Policy: If you would like to celebrate your child’s birthday at school, please talk to the teacher in advance so we can plan appropriately. Lunch Time will provide an appropriate time to celebrate.

Field Trip Policy: We will be scheduling a Field Trip. Children learn best through hands on experiences and we really want to encourage “real-life” learning.
